The designated waste bags can be used for either burnable or non-burnable waste. Waste
should be separated into burnable and non burnable, put in separate bags and placed at
the waste collection stations by 8:30 a.m. on the respective collection days (Please do not
put out garbage the day before).

The designated waste bags are available from supermarkets, convenience stores,
drugstores and hardware stores in Sapporo displaying the sticker shown on the right.

Tie the handle part of the bag to close it securely before putting it out for collection. It is
against the rules to put out bags that are not closed or that are fastened with tape and such.
Long and thin items like umbrellas can be placed at the waste collection stations as long as
they are put in a designated 40 0 waste bag. It is acceptable even if part of the item is sticking

out of the bag, if the mouth of the bag is closed securely.

ltems such as TVs, refrigerators, freezers, washing machines,
tumble dryers, air conditioners, PCs, tires, batteries (other
than regular dry batteries), small rechargeable batteries
(including mobile batteries), domestic fuel tanks, drum cans,
propane gas cylinders, motorbikes, automobiles, containers
containing oil or paint, pianos, syringes, agricultural and other
chemicals, fire extinguishers and fire-resistant domestic
safes cannot be collected by City authorities. Please arrange
for them to be dealt with by vendors or specialist contractors.
In particular, TVs, refrigerators, freezers, washing machines,
tumble dryers and air conditioners should be collected for
recycling by shops where they are sold or home electric
appliance collection partner stores. In these cases, separate
collection and recycling fees are required.
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@ Large amounts of waste (when moving, etc.)

If you have to dispose of large amounts of waste, for
example when moving to a new house, please make
your own arrangements for transportation to a waste
disposal site, or hire a City of Sapporo-authorized
contractor (for details, call the Sapporo Environmental
Operations Public Corporation at 011-219-5353 (Japanese
only)). However, city authorities will collect a large
amount of waste if it consists only of bulky refuse and is
put out to coincide with a day of collection.

How to properly separate and dispose of recyclable
resources and other wastes
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® Separate waste into ten different categories: burnable waste;
non-burnable waste; plastic containers and packaging;
bottles, cans and PET bottles; tree branches, leaves, grass and
weed cuttings; miscellaneous paper; pressurized spray cans
and gas cartridges; cylindrical dry batteries; heated tobacco
products, electronic cigarettes and lighters; and bulky refuse.

® A fee is charged for the collection of burnable waste, non-
burnable waste and bulky refuse, but all other types of
waste are collected free of charge.

® Burnable and non-burnable waste should be put in the
designated waste bags and the free-of-charge waste
should be put in ordinary transparent/semi-transparent
bags and placed at waste stations by 8:30 a.m. on the
day of collection (Please do not put out garbage the day
before).

@ Bulky refuse is collected from individual houses upon
receipt of payment. Please call (Japanese only) the Bulky Refuse
Collection Center to arrange collection (TEL.011-281-8153).

® Waste collection days differ depending on the area in
which you live. Please confirm the days on the household
garbage collection calendar distributed by your local ward
office.

lease do not put out garbage the day before) .

® The collection days are once every 4 weeks between
May and December (periods may vary by district).

©® During the periods outside the collection season , items
small enough to fit in designated waste bags should be
disposed of as burnable waste; other larger items
should be disposed of as bulky refuse.
